How to drain excess water from hoses

If the sink is 1000 higher from the floor, the
excess water in hoses cannot be drained directly
into the sink. It will be necessary to drain
excess water from hoses into a bowl or suitable
container that is held outside and lower than the
sink.

For best performance of the dishwasher, follow

these loading guidelines.
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(Features and appearance of baskets and

cutlery baskets may vary from your model.)

Place objects in the dishwasher in following way:

* Items such as cups, glasses, pots/pans, etc. are
faced downwards.

* Curved items, or ones with recesses, should be
loaded aslant so that water can run off.

* All utensils are stacked securely and cannot tip
over.
